Abstract

In the global exhibition in 1939 devices were the main focus on the smart home.
Devices like as washing machines, vacuum cleaners, radios and refrigerators were
introduced as a way of the future life. Over the past 30 years we expect to find all the
above devices in every home, but in the past it was something new and visionary. In the
World exhibition 1939 the telephone even presented as a public convenience that is to
say, there were chambers AT & T exposed in the report, but none in the standard private
home. Private phones were not part of the smart home of 1939. It is interesting to note
that in 1935 only 10% of American families have any electrical appliance in the kitchen,
in 1945 over 80% had at least three. Some historians notice that "World of Tomorrow"
presented at the 1939 World's Fair largely shaped the development plan of American
homes in the 1960s family life.
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
